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In anticipation of the opening of the
Southeast Corridor Light Rail (see below for
further details), several Transit Oriented
Developments or TOD’s (also known as
‘Transit Villages’) have begun construction
along the planned route, including Vallagio
Inverness.  

TODs are compact, mixed-use develop-
ments situated at or around light rail stops,
focusing primarily within a quarter-mile
radius of stations.  Comprised of housing,
office, neighborhood retail and civic uses,
these villages are carefully designed to be
pedestrian-friendly, human-scale communi-
ties.  

Some of the benefits TODs provide are a
stronger sense of community from a pedes-
trian-friendly environment, an opportunity
for economic development, enhanced
property values, improved air quality and
decreased traffic congestion.

Typical features of TODs include: 
human-scale, walkable neighborhoods
and streets 
structured parking for optimal use of
space 
public spaces for pedestrian traffic and
community activity
a variety of residential options depend-
ing on the local market 
pedestrian accessible retail outlets
including banks, child-care, dry clean-
ers, video rental, athletic clubs, etc.

Public spaces are integral to creating a vil-
lage-like environment.  Such spaces can be
used as community centers that showcase
the local culture and create a focal point for
public art, festivals and gatherings.  The use
of elements such as trees, street lamps,
benches, planters, statues and sculptures
help to create ‘outdoor rooms’ along the
streets.  Providing attractive and lively

spaces encourages casual encounters,
increasing daily exchanges and creating a
sense of com-
munity.  

The develop-
ment of a TOD
is unusually
complicated
and expensive as it
must be designed for
a particular community and location and
also requires a partnership between the
public and private sectors.  Rezoning is fre-
quently necessary, as was the case with
Vallagio Inverness.  

The long-term success of these projects is
nonetheless attracting more and more
attention from the development communi-
ty, creating more examples and unique
communities within the metro area.

COUNTY LINE LIGHT RAIL STATION

Countryside Theme

The County Line Light Rail Station is located on the west side 
of I-25 south of County Line Rd. near Park Meadows Center Dr.
Buses will load on the east side of I-25 where the park-n-Ride 
will be located. A covered pedestrian bridge over I-25 will link 
the park-n-Ride on the east side to the station.There will be 388
parking spaces at this station.

DRY CREEK LIGHT RAIL STATION

Flowing Stream Theme

The Dry Creek Light Rail Station is located on the west side of I-25
south of Dry Creek Rd. A parking garage west of I-25 near the
station will provide top level parking for light rail users. A covered
walkway will provide access from the parking structure to the
station. A covered pedestrian bridge over I-25 will link the Dry
Creek Light Rail Station with the offices and restaurants on the
east side of the highway at Inverness Dr. West. Buses will load on
Panorama Cir. and Chester St. west of I-25, and east of I-25 on
Inverness Dr.West.There will be 235 parking spaces at this station.
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In Fall, 2005, Metropolitan Homes
began construction on their residential
development, Vallagio at Inverness, at
the southeast corner of Dry Creek Road
and Inverness Drive West.    

Vallagio at Inverness is one of the
largest ‘Transit Oriented Developments’
currently under construction in the
metro area, projects designed around
the new light rail stations scheduled to
open this November.  (See Page 2 for
additional information on Transit
Oriented Developments and the
Southeast Corridor Light Rail.)  

Metropolitan Homes purchased the 30-
acre parcel for Vallagio at Inverness in
November, 2005 from Inverness
Associates, a partnership that includes
Inverness Partners, Opus Northwest and
others.  The sale was made possible
after the completion of a two year
process to rezone the land to residential
use.   

Scheduled for completion in
April, 2009, Vallagio at Inverness
will feature upscale classically
styled homes including golf villas,
row townhomes, condominiums,
and loft residences ranging in
price from the upper $200s to
$700s.  The homes will range in
size from 743 square foot condo-
miniums to 3,000 square foot golf
villas located on the Inverness
Golf Course.    

Several residential units have
already been released for sale at
preconstruction prices.
According to Julie Studley, Sales
Consultant at Vallagio at
Inverness, “Interest has been over-
whelming and sales have been brisk
and we anticipate that interest to rise

when we are in our permanent sales
center.”  The permanent sales center is
currently under construction and will
be completed by mid-April.   

A proposed retail portion of Vallagio at
Inverness will include a coffee shop,
restaurants, high-end boutiques, spe-
cialty shops, a bank, a florist and a
wine and spirits shop.
