Inverness Planning and Architectural Control Committee (IPACC) Benefits Everyone
In 1973, the Inverness Planning and
Architectural Control Committee (IPACC)
was formed to ensure the covenants gov-
erning Inverness Business Park were
closely followed.  The primary purpose of
the covenants is to protect property values
throughout the Park.  Specific guidelines

have been
es tab l i shed
that govern
such items as
setbacks, load-
ing areas, out-
side storage
areas, con-
s t r u c t i o n ,
landscaping,
height restric-
tions, exterior
signage and
r o o f t o p

mechanical equipment among others.

IPACC consists of a five member commit-
tee that meets twice a month to review
proposals and to approve or disapprove
each one according to applicable
covenants.  Since its inception, the com-
mittee’s approach has been to work close-
ly with owners and prospective develop-

ers to ensure the guidelines are main-
tained in every instance.  All buildings in
the Park are subject to review and
approval of the committee.   

“The committee strives to be consistently
even-handed and fair,” states IPACC
member Paul Foster.  “We ask of all what
we ask of one and vice versa.”   In fact,
every property in Inverness is reviewed
two times a year for landscape issues,
broken windows, dead trees, etc.   An
infraction letter is mailed to property
owners when IPACC determines a viola-
tion has occurred.  

Frequent covenant violations include: 
Antennas.  Antennas of any type may
not be installed without IPACC
review and approval.  
Signage. No exterior sign may be
placed without prior approval and
written permission of IPACC.  This
includes parking, sales and leasing
signs. The Committee has guidelines
for most sign types and these guide-
lines must be respected.
Landscaping.  No alterations may be
made without IPACC approval.  If a
tree dies within the property bound-

aries, that tree must be replaced, not
simply cut down and removed. 

Although the review process is sometimes
viewed as tedious, it is important to main-
tain a consistent standard for all the build-
ings in Inverness in order to achieve and
maintain the highest possible property
values.
